
FRAUD ALERT: Fax-to- email client scam
Some members have received various client request scam attempts through their fax-to-email systems that are similar to those received by regular email. Here is an example of the text in this fax:
Dear Counsel,

I need your services as a business attorney to oversee some business transaction issues for my company. However, if you are not a business attorney, I would be glad if you could kindly refer me to a reputable business attorney to handle my loan transaction issues.

I will await your urgent response preferably to my email.

Please note that the use of this delivery method does not add any legitimacy to these messages – scammers can use software that will systematically “call” a string of sequential phone numbers that will identify those with fax capabilities. These messages reach the user at random, and can simply be disregarded and deleted.
