
FRAUD ALERT: Scam email from bogus banking institution
There has been a new version of the bank account verification scam circulating where the victim is told to provide login information in order to continue having online access to their account. See example wording below: 

Here is the Identification Code you will need to help us recognize your computer.

Your Identification Code is: 3084853

This code will expire soon so please enter it in the appropriate field online as soon as possible.

Please follow the instructions below if you are unsure about where to enter your Identification Code,

Follow this step.
1. To complete your activation please click here.
2. Enter your User ID, Password and Code into the fields on the page and click "Log On."
3. Update Your Personal and Security Information.
4. Click "Update."

Please do not reply to this automatically-generated e-mail; we are unable to read or respond to these messages.
